This workshop will allow faculty to share their best practices for working with and mentoring student scholars, and learn from each other effective ways of fostering students’ sophisticated skills of analysis, discovery, inquiry, and problem-solving.   Additionally, faculty participants will consider ways of developing a cohesive departmental and campus-wide framework of engaging faculty in enhancing student research and creative opportunities.

[image: image4.wmf]To that end, we hope to have a faculty member from each department and interdisciplinary program participate in the workshop, articulate best practices and challenges, work with other faculty across the curriculum in developing new or enhancing current practices, and then return to her or his home department/program to share ideas.  We’ve asked department chairs to identify a faculty member who would best serve in this role to participate in the summer workshop.  We also will accept applications from other interested faculty.

Dr. Jill Singer, Professor of Earth Sciences at Buffalo State University will facilitate two days of [image: image5.wmf]the workshop.  Singer is the Director of Office of Undergraduate Research at Buffalo State and former President of the Council of Undergraduate Research.  

Areas this workshop will explore include: best practices and challenges in curricular offerings (senior seminars, capstone courses, senior theses, independent and collaborative research, faculty-student mentoring).  Breakout Sessions will offer: modeling intercultural sensitivity, innovative library research and bibliographic tools, practices for internship advising, grooming students for fellowships and scholarships, and working with students involved in writing theses and other substantive research essays, and independent or collaborative research/creativity.

Dates: The Workshop will be held June 4-8, 2007, from 9 to 4 p.m.  in the Interpretive Center. Participants are expected to attend all five days and will receive a $750 stipend.  Lunch and refreshments will be provided.  Faculty also will be expected to participate in a follow-up discussion during the fall semester, 2007.
