ABSTRACT:

HISTORICAL NOTE:

The Augustana Lutheran Church Women of the Red River Valley Conference of the Augustana
Lutheran Church began during March 1913 at the Swedish Lutheran Church in Warren,
Minnesota. The group’s original name was the Woman’s Home and Foreign Missionary
Society, and eventually, they became known as the Women’s Missionary Society. Although
members expressed interest in foreign missions, most of their efforts were directed toward home
missions. The Augustana Lutheran Church Woman began during April 1959.
